   Light Urban Search & Rescue     Course Review & Final Drill 

Minimum age is 18 without an adult or 16 with an adult.  There is no maximum age.  People of 
all skills and abilities are encouraged to participate. All participants must be Clark County resi-
dents. All classes must be attended to receive course completion certificate. Applications 
with course fee will be accepted until registration deadline on Friday, September 16th or until 
class capacity is reached. Class will be filled in the order applications are received. Class may 
be held at different locations depending on the topic being presented.
